Partners International—Afghan Relief Work Update 

With the funding from ACEM and other sources, Partners International 

was able to assist over 100 Christian families inside Afghanistan with 

physical help and emotional support since the Taliban takeover. 

Partners International has also redirected their efforts to Pakistan to 

assist the Afghan refugees flooding across the border almost 

immediately after the Afghan crisis erupted. Over the last six months, 

they have provided 749 Afghan refugee families in Pakistan with food 

and other necessities. They have resumed relief work in Afghanistan 

now. Please keep local Christian leaders in your prayers as they 

continue to carry out this lifesaving work.
